It is believed by some educators that children are malleable, their
minds and behavior can be formed to a predetermined pattern
to suit the society chosen for them.

There are wood species that are difficult to work with, even for a professional.
Something can be done. Open grain or knots all have to be considered but
some good can come out of it. In the wrong hands it is only firewood.

Now we have all of the workable and desirable hardwoods or as I see it
our children. Yes it takes a lot of patience, care, planning and sometimes
a slipup happens and a correction is possible, with a lesson learned.
Every piece of wood is unique. The character is dominant and a
reflection of the carver [society / teachers] is evident.

Sanding, polishing and applying the finishing coat expresses our
satisfaction to our masterpiece.
The child now an adult is ready to take his/her own place beside you.
Truly a unique masterpiece .
